All students are to conduct themselves properly at all times. Display of tepper,

profanity, flagrant violation of rules;etc.-will niot be tolerated. Any behavior

which is not conducive to good citizenship will subject the student to "Due

Process" that may result in dismissal from the organization. "Due Process" shall

___be defined as the student's right to discuss with the instructor and pnnc1pa] any

decision regarding action that would result in the student's loss of grade,
suspension from activities, or expulsion from the organization.

Band/orchestra members are required to attend all activities and rehearsals. Those
who must miss a rehearsal, activity, or performance must consult with one of the
directors WELL IN ADVANCE of the function. ' Failure to attend a rehearsal,
activity, or performance without prior permission or good cause may result in
suspension from future activities or performances.

Students will be required to attend all sectlon rehearsals as well as all full
ensemble rehearsals. ~

Section rehearsals shall be no more than one hour in length and no more
than one in a seven day period.

All rehearsals shall be during the school day with the exception of section
rehearsals, after school rehearsals for marching band, and one afternoon or
evening rehearsal per week for concert organizations. After school and/or
evening rehearsals shall not exceed two hours in length.

Students MUST attend all performances of the gfoup in which they are a’
member. .

An unexcused absence is one that the director has no prior knowledge of
and/or is based on a reason that is unacceptable to the instructor.

An excused absence is one that the director has prior knowledge of and/or
is based on an acceptable reason.

Rules Re]ating to U.LL. Competition

No student may take part in any University Interscholastic League competition
who, at the time of the contest, has not been a bonafide regular attendant of the

school for fifteen (15) calendar days, or since the sixth day of the current school
year. : ' '

No student shall take part in any U L. L contest after the end of the fourth
consecutive year following enrollment in the ninth grade, and/or third consecutive
year followmg enrollment in the tenth grade

No school may issue and no student may receive an award for partrcrpatlon in
inter school competition in excess of $50.00 (or the equivalent in value) during
his/her high school enrollment in the same high school. Additional symbolic

awards not to exceed $8.00 each may be presented for each additional inter school
activity each year.
